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MEMORANDUM

This Memorandum of Understanding (the Memorandum) is
made on the 13 July 2005 between the Quality Assurance
Agency for Higher Education, United Kingdom, of Southgate
House, Southgate Street, Gloucester GL1 1UB (hereafter
referred to as the Agency) as one party.

And

The Lembaga Akreditasi Negara of Malaysia, a body established
by the Lembaga Akreditasi Negara Act 1996 having its official
address at 14™ Floor, Menara PKNS-PJ, No.17, Jalan Yong
Shook Lin 46050 Petaling Jaya, Selangor Darul Ehsan, Malaysia
(hereafter referred to as the Board) as the other party.




Article III
Duration of the Memorandum

The term of the Memorandum of Understanding shall take effect from 13
July 2005 and will continue in operation until and unless it is terminated
by either party by giving three months notice.

Article IV

Alteration to the Memorandum

The Memorandum may be altered at any time with the consent of both
parties. A review of the effectiveness of the terms of the Memorandum
will be undertaken in 2008, with a view to modify its provisions to ensure
that they meet current needs. Further reviews will take place at three-
yearly intervals.

Article V

Board and Agency Officers Responsible
for Managing the Memorandum

Associate Professor Ms. Zita Mohd Fahmi, Secretary/General Manager of
the Board and Mr. Peter Williams, Chief Executive Officer of the Agency,
will have responsibility for managing the implementation of the terms of
the Memorandum. This, responsibility may be delegated to relevant
members of staff in the Board and the Agency respectively, in relation to
particular areas of co-operation.

Article VI

Resources

Unless alternative arrangements are specifically agreed to meet particular
project requirements, the Board and the Agency will normally cover their
own costs of implementing the terms of the Memorandum. When
possible, local hospitality will be provided by the host agency, with travel
costs borne by the visiting Agency or Board. For particular areas of co-
operation, donor funding may be sought from other sources.
